A Brief Report on Vigilance awareness campaign held at the
ICAR-NBSS & LUP, Nagpur from 16" Augqust-15t" November 2023

ICAR-National Bureau of Soil Survey and Land Use Planning, Nagpur and its five
Regional Centres organised Vigilance awareness campaign programmes from

16thAugust—15thNovember’ 2023 with the theme on PIDPI Resolution and Capacity
Building. During this period various programme viz display of PIDPI Banners, Posters in
Hindi, English and Assamese were placed in front of main building at institute, quiz and
debate competition were held, webinars/seminars were conducted on PIDPI Resolution,
Ethics and Good Governance and on e-Governance: A tool for fighting corruption.

To mark this occasion Talks / Lectures by different speakers were organised on
Provisions of PIDPI resolution, Aadhar based banking fraud, Cyber frauds, ICAR rules to
become a good administrator, Role of Vigilance in Cyber Hygiene and Security,
Procurement, Legal Obligations: Towards a Safe Workplace for Women, Systems and
Procedures of the Organization, Role of IO/PO and on Vigilance Awareness. Public
interaction was also carried out by dissemination of Agro-advisories and through
Vigilance Awareness ralley.
